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Center City/Art Museum/Fairmount
    
Center City is a very popular choice for Temple students, as it offers abundant restaurants, shopping, recreational activities and nightlife. It is very walkable and bike-friendly, and public transportation (Market-Frankford and Broad Street subway lines, trolleys, buses and regional rail) is easily accessible and widespread. Most students take the Broad Street subway from the City Hall, Walnut-Locust, or South-Lombard Stations. It is very convenient and a 7-12 minute ride from TUSM.  Parking spaces in Center City can be quite expensive and street parking, while more affordable, may be difficult to find in certain areas, so the majority of students living in Center City opt to take public transportation to school. There are fewer apartment complexes and more individual apartments available for rent.

The Art Museum Area offers culture and excitement, in a quieter setting than center city. This area is perfect for those who want to be close to the city but far enough away to enjoy a pseudo-suburban like setting. 25 minute trip to Temple (driving or public transportation) and 10 minutes from Center City.
The best contacts are often by word of mouth, so if you know someone living in Center City or the Art Museum Area, ask them. Also try Craigslist and the "Philadelphia Weekly" (a free paper with lots of listings – look for them in the yellow boxes).

Manayunk

Located on the banks of the Schuylkill River, Manayunk is another very popular area for students to live. It is safe, urban neighborhood with a small-town feel. Main Street (the downtown area) has a number of good restaurants and bars, as well as specialty shops and art galleries. Apartments and rowhouses are usually through private owners, realtors or Craigslist. Buses and trains are accessible, but most students who live in Manayunk have cars and drive to school (20 to 25-minute drive from campus). Street parking can be difficult on weekends.

A safe residential area close to Fairmont Park. Parking is generally available and shopping facilities are often within walking distance.  Available housing is predominantly through private owners or rental agencies as opposed to complexes.  This area is particularly well suited for married students. Northern Liberties/Fishtown

Located just north of Center City, Northern Liberties and Fishtown are up-and-coming sections of Philadelphia with many local restaurants, cafes, and nightlife. In recent years, Northern Liberties has become a major enclave of young professionals, students, and artists. Housing is primarily made up of rowhouses, although new development has brought apartment and condominium complexes. Public transportation in this area is the Market-Frankford Line, which is not overly convenient for taking to TUSM, so students who live in this area may want to consider driving to school. The commute is generally 15 - 20 minutes by car.
Northeast Philadelphia/Northern Suburbs and Elkins Park
Northeast Philadelphia is primarily a residential area and is generally less expensive than Center City and Manayunk. 15 to 25 minute drive to campus.
